A society that thinks of itself only from the free action of self-referential individuals, oriented solely to the pursuit of their own
interests, is a society incapable of preserving irself. In the long run, only a society with a strong sense of community will be able to
offer its citizens concrete opportunities for growth. Where there are only self-loving daffodils, there is no room for recognition of
oneself and of others, since relationships of reciprocity are supplanted by mere relations of power. The challenges we face today
require us to break out of this regressive model. To do so, however, we must completely revise the dynamics of valorization, which
inform our self-recognition: we must learn ro deal with other narratives of self, where fragility and vulnerability are not effects of a
Jault to be assigned to someone, but elements of a condition capable of giving depth and create sharing.

“Per il Greco o il Romano lindividuo era nulla e il pubblico tutto. Per ['uomo moderno in troppe nazioni di
Europa lindividuo é tutto e il pubblico nulla.” Cosi affermava lo scozzese Adam Ferguson nel Saggio sulla storia della
societa civile (1767). Era cosi anche per Platone ed Aristotele? Entrambi nelle loro analisi politiche avevano come
termine di riferimento la citta, una realta di dimensioni relativamente piccole anche nel caso delle maggiori, Atene o
Siracusa, se comparate agli Stati moderni. Esse erano quindi societi cosiddette face to face, dove i vincoli con la
comunita erano maggiormente percepibili. Si tratta pero di esaminare se le risposte di Platone e Aristotele al problema
dei rapporti tra individuo e comunita, al di la di questo comune presupposto generale, presentavano differenze anche
radicali e in che cosa esse consistevano.

GIUSEPPE CAMBIANO is Emeritus Professor of History of Ancient Philosophy at Scuola Normale Superiore
di Pisa and Fellow of the Accademia Nazionale dei Lincei and of the Accademia delle Scienze di Torino. His
main publications are: Platone e le tecniche (1991°), Il ritorno degli antichi (1988; French transl., 1994), Polis. Un
modello per la cultura europea (2000; French transl., 2003), Storia della filosofia antica (2004), Figure, macchine,
sogni. Saggi sulla scienza antica (20006), Perché leggere i classici. Interpretazione e scrittura (2010), I filosoft in Grecia
¢ a Roma. Quando pensare era un modo di vivere (2013), Come nave in tempesta. Il governo della cittir in Plarone e
Aristotele (2016), I moderni e la politica degli antichi. Tra Machiavelli ¢ Nietzsche (2018), and Sette ragioni per
amare la filosofia (2019, Spanish transl., 2019).

La prima parte del contributo sara dedicata all'analisi di alcuni aspetti della soggettivita contemporanea rilevanti
per la comprensione del suo potenziale politico e della sua disponibilita a legami di tipo comunitario. La tesi che
provero ad argomentare é duplice: la prima é la piena e compiuta moderniti della forma di soggettiviti egemone nelle
societa liberali occidentali; la seconda é quella della impossibilita delle istituzioni politiche moderne di funzionare
adeguatamente con una soggettivita singolarista (Rosanvallon) e presentista (Hartog). Una soggettivita che rivendica la
propria unicita in una temporalita in cui esiste soltanto il presente ¢ lesito della compiuta affermazione di
un immagine del mondo (Weltbild) nominalista (Blumenberg). La seconda parte del contributo sara dedicata ad una
riflessione sulla crisi delle forme tipicamente moderne di comuniti e di appartenenza politica e ad un ragionamento
intorno ad alcune ipotesi di istituzioni e comunita (politiche) post-sovrane e post-rappresentative.

DIMITRI D’ANDREA is Full Professor of Political Philosophy at the Department of Political and Social
Sciences (DSPS) at the University of Florence. He has extensively worked on Modernity Theory, the
transformation of modern politics (sovereignty, legitimacy, nation-State, conflicts, and political identity) in the
global age, Shoah and political evil, the political and philosophical aspects of climate change. In recent years,
starting from the work of Max Weber, he has worked on the concept of World Image (Weltbild) and the
relationship between political institutions and subjectivity. Among his recent publications, we list here Max
Weber oggi. Ripensando politica e capitalismo (edited with C. Trigilia, 2018) and Pensare la politica. Una
ricognizione interdisciplinare (edited with M. Bontempi and L. Mannori, 2020).

L’époque est marquée par la sélection relationnelle. Confinés dans des bulles, les humains inquiets choisissent bien
davantage qu auparavant avec qui entrer en contact, et avec qui s abstenir de relations. Accepter le visage de quelqu’un
sur son écran est devenu un indice de sociabilité. Ce faisant, ce sont les codes et les procédés des réseaux sociaux — ces
ultraforces — qui servent d'exemple et en viennent & constituer la norme, mettant au centre autoréférence. Telle est
létrange situation, offrant de nouvelles possibilités, mais réduisant drastiquement nos liens. Parmi ceux-ci, les plus
importants sont les liens subtils. Sub-tela, en latin, désigne ce qui en dessous d’une roile, et sur quoi l'on tisse : la trame,
les fils premiers. Clest lia que se nouent les relations fondamentales qui nous liens & nous-mémes, aux autres qui nous
sont chers, a lidée d’humanité, & la nature et finalement a ce qui nous importe. Or ces liens subtils ne sont pas un
acquis donnés une fois pour toutes. Ils ont a étre cultivés et peuvent méme étre le liew d'un progrés subtil, de nature trés
différente du progrés utile triomphal dans nos sociétés. Comment comprendre ce progrés subtil ? Ménent-ils & une
dimension transindividuelle, comme lappelair Simondon dans sa quéte d’un processus d’individuation qui n'est pas
sans rappeler celui de Jung ? Quel est le devenir de nos liens ?

PASCAL CHABOT is philosopher and teaches at the Institut des Hautes Etudes des Communications Sociales
(IHECS) in Brussels. After a Ph.D. based on the thought of Gilbert Simondon, he has published ten books for
PUF (Paris): Apreés le progress (2008), Les sept stades de la philosophie (2011), Global burn-our (2013), L'dge des
transitions (2015), ChatBot le robor (2016), Exister, resister. Ce qui dépend de nous (2017), L' homme qui voulair
acheter le langage (2018), Traité des libres qualités (2019), and more recently Avoir le temps. Essai de chronosophie
(2021). He’s also co-author of two documentaries: Simondon du deserr (with Francois Lagarde (2012) and
Burning Out. Dans le ventre de I'hépital (with Jérome le Maire, 2017).

La crise des sociétés, surtout les plus avancées dans le régne de la technologie et de la rationalisation économique, se
marque par latomisation des individus et donc par la dissolution de route communauté réelle, spirituelle, mais méme
politique. Cette situation résulte directement de ce que la philosophie a, depuis plus d’un siécle, identifié sous le nom de
nihilisme, oix le monde se réduir a des objers et ces objers i des évaluations. La seule issue, sil en reste une, serait de
rétablir des réalités. Ce qui implique d'abord de comprendre la réalité de la chose, irréductible & l'objet, donc le primar
du donné, et enfin de penser le don sans le réduire a I'échange. A ces conditions, on pourrait peut-étre atteindre le bien
commun, cest-a-dire la communion comme telle.

JEAN-LUC MARION was born in Meudon on July 3, 1946. After his primary studies at the Meudon
municipal school and secondary studies at the Lycée International de Sévres, he entered the preparatory classes at
the Lycée Condorcet (under the tutelage of Daniel Gallois and Jean Beaufret) and entered the Ecole Normale
Supérieure (rue d’Ulm) in 1967, where he studied with Jacques Derrida and Louis Althusser untl 1971. He
obtained a degree in literature from Paris-Nanterre (1967) and in philosophy from the Sorbonne (1968), and
was introduced to theology by Mgr Maxime Charles (then Louis Bouyer and Jean Daniélou). He was director of
the review Résurrection from 1967 to 1973. After the agrégation in philosophy in 1971, he was appointed
assistant to Ferdinand Alquié (then to Genevieve Rodis-Lewis) at the Sorbonne. There he defended his
doctorates on Descartes (1974 and 1980) and became the first scientific secretary of the Centre d’études
cartésiennes in 1973. Appointed professor at the University of Poitiers in 1981, then at the University of Paris X-
Nanterre in 1988, he returned to the University of Paris-Sorbonne (Paris IV) in 1995 (until his emeritus in
2012) to occupy the chair of metaphysics, previously held by Claude Bruaire and Emmanuel Levinas. He became
director of the Centre d’études cartésiennes and ensured its international influence (in particular in the United
States, Italy, and the Netherlands). He organized and directed the “Concepts and Languages” doctoral school
from November 2001 to September 2004. During this period, in 1975, he participated in the founding of the
French-language edition of the international Catholic review Communio (with Jean Duchesne and Rémi Brague,
in collaboration with Hans Urs von Balthasar and Henri de Lubac), of which he remained editor-in-chief for ten
years. In 1981, he took over the direction of the collection “Epiméthée” (founded at the PUF by Jean Hippolyte),
which he still directs today, and co-edits the review Les Etudes philosophiques (with Vincent Carraud and Jean-
Francois Courtine). From 1985 on, he participated in the refoundation of the Husser]l Archives in Paris at the
Ecole normale supérieure (with Didier Franck), where he gave a seminar on the history of philosophy devoted to
Descartes’ Meditationes (1990-1994). He lectured at the Katholicke Universiteit Leuven (1987), “Sapienza” -
University of Rome (1993, 2005, and 2010), Turin University (Fondazione San Paolo, November 2006), Milan
University (2006), Washington University (1990), Laval University, Quebec (1993, 1996), University of Dallas
(1998), Havard Divinity School (1998), Villanova University (2000), Boston College (2001 and 2003),
Princeton University (2006), Johns Hopkins University (2006, 2007, 2013), University of Virginia (2008),
Marquette University (2013), University of Glasgow (2014), and University of Geneva (2018). He also held the

FRANCO GIUDICE is Full Professor of History of science at the University of Bergamo (Italy), where is also

Studies in Renaissance and Early Modern Science’. He has widespread research interests, including Hobbes,
Galileo, Kepler, Descartes, Huygens, Newton, and especially theories of light in the Scientific Revolution. He has
published a number of articles and books, including Luce e visione.

Hobbes’s Optical Works for The Clarendon Edition of the Works of Thomas Hobbes.

AMELIA VALTOLINA teaches Modern German Literature at the University of Bergamo (Department of
Humanities), where she serves as a member of the Doctorate School in Studi Umanistici Transculturali. Expert
of XIX century German prose and poetry, and in particular of Gottfried Benn’s ocuvre, she devotes her attention
to German contemporary poetry, to the relationships between poetry and philosophy, and the analysis of
aesthetic categories (form, figure, fragment) in the literary text. She has edited the Italian translation of works by
Ilse Aichinger, Gottfried Benn, Theodor Fontane, Rainer M. Rilke, and Lou Andreas-Salomé. Among her books,
we list Parole con figura.

Stiftung in Berlin and of the Eranos Foundation in Ascona and is a member of the Gottfried-Benn-Gesellschaft.
Together with Andrea Bajani, Maurizio Ferraris, Paolo Fabbri, and Talia Pecker-Berio, she was also a member of
the scientific board of the Fondazione Europea del Disegno, founded in 1997 by Valerio Adami, Jacques
Derrida, Carlos Fuentes, Daniel Arasse, and Saul Steinberg, and was chief editor of its Annali (Bruno
Mondadori, il Melangolo, Quodlibet).

FRANCO FERRARI, born in 1964, is Full Professor of History of Ancient Late Philosophy at the University
of Pavia (Italy). He previously taught History of Ancient Philosophy at the University of Salerno (Italy). His
scientific interests focus on Plato’s philosophy (metaphysics, epistemology, and ethics) and on the platonic
tradition in the antiquity (Middle Platonism and Neoplatonism). He has served as a Fellow of the Alexander von
Humboldt Foundation in Minster (1997-1999 and 2002) and Tiibingen (2009 and 2012), Germany.
Currently, he coordinates of the Editorial Board of the “International Plato Studies” series and is a member of
the scientific board of several international journals of ancient philosophy, among which the Revue de Philosophie
Ancienne. In 2014, he was Scientific Director and Coordinator of the UNESCO research project entitled, “La via
dell’essere: Elea/Velia.” His works include Dio, idea e materia: la struttura del cosmo in Plutarco di Cheronea
(1995), I miti di Platone (20006), Socrate tra personaggio e mito (2007), and Introduzione a Platone (2018). He also
translated and edited — in the Series “Classici Greci della BUR”) — the new editions of of Plato’s Parmenides
(2004), Theaeteus (2011) and Meno (2016), and — for Marsilio Publishers — The Government of Philosophers
(Republic, Book 1v) (2014). He has recently published a new Introduzione a Platone (2018) and La via
dell’immortalita.
